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When you book a band, you MUST understand that there are several things that MUST happen. 
Unfortunately, many of these demands are because of "unscrupulous" or just plain "uncaring" 
promoters who have not handled the details properly or who have "ripped off" bands in the past.

1. PAYMENT: Band leaders must know that they are getting paid without having to 
chase an intoxicated promoter around for an hour after a show, trying to find the 
groom on his wedding night or hearing "we will mail you a cheque". Deposits are NON-
REFUNDABLE. 

 50% deposit must be received upon signing the contract.
 25% post dated cheque for 30 days prior to the event upon signing contract.
 The last 25% must be paid to the band leader BEFORE the band takes the 

stage. Cash or CERTIFIED cheque is the ONLY payment method. This means if 
it is a cheque you must get to the bank a day or two before the event and get the 
cheque certified. The band will NOT PLAY unless you get this EXACTLY right.

2. ACCOMMODATIONS: The motel or hotel accommodations required by the band (if 
any) must be handled completely and reserved so that there is no confusion at the 
check-in desk. Rooms must be paid for in advance and reserved under the band name.
PLEASE GET IT RIGHT. If the band needs 3 doubles they do not need the hassle of 
having a desk clerk say there are only 2 singles and one double room booked. As one 
band leader said, “If I want to sleep with someone I will go home and sleep with my 
wife, not my bass player!”  Can you blame him?            *NO BED AND BREAKFASTS 
PLEASE!

3. WATER, DRINKS FOOD: If the contract asks for bottled water, drinks and food 
please have them in the band’s dressing room or by the stage before the show.  It is
simply INHUMANE to ask a singer or drummer to perform without water.

4. POWER: If a band asks for specific power requirements they are not kidding. If you 
only supply a 50 amp breaker and they need a 70 amp breaker, the show will stop when 
the breaker blows. This ruins all momentum and puts a damper on the evening. The 
band gets blamed by the people in the audience and the promoter who “blew it” walks 
away... NOT FAIR!

5.  CONTACT NUMBER: Have a working cell phone number so the band leader can 
reach you at all times on the day of the show. If no cell service, keep the band leader 
informed as to where you are or if you are leaving the site.

6. After handling the details above and on the contract you should have a very well run 
professional show. You have hired an excellent band. Our bands are the best in the 
province (and the prairies for that matter) at what they do and if a band is not on our 
roster you should really wonder why they are not.  NOW HAVE FUN!
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
